For each type of inspection (category) attach the forms / documents listed. 
Category 1 – Lead-Free  

• Form 330 (certificate) 
• Form E – Lead Free Inspection Summary Report  
• Form E – Appendix (Inventory of lead-free units) 

o Only gets submitted with the Form 330 and the Form E-Fee if a multi-unit or multi-building 
complex is being certified lead-free. 

• Form E – Fee Payment Form  
o Inspector should carefully follow the directions on the form and explain it to the property 

owner.  
• XRF Results (inspector and owner only) (MDE may occasionally request a copy) 

 
Category 2 – Full Risk Reduction  

• Form 330 (certificate) 
• Form C – Dust Inspection (Visual Review / Dust Sample Collection and Analysis) 

o Attach a diagram completed per the instructions on the Form C, Part II. 
o Complete all sections of the form. 

• A copy of the laboratory analysis report from the lab. 
 
Category 3 – Modified Risk Reductions 

• Form 330 (certificate) 
• From B – Visual Inspection (for Modified Risk Reduction) 

o Attach a Supervisor’s Statement of Work (SSW) with an original signature. 
• Form C – Dust Inspection (Visual Review / Dust Sample Collection and Analysis) 

o Attach a diagram completed per the instructions on the Form C, Part II. 
• A copy of the laboratory analysis report from the lab. 

 
Category 4 – Lead Safe (Qualified Offer) is no longer an option. 
 
Category 5 – Lead Safe (COMAR 26.16.02.04) 

• Form 330 (certificate) 
• From B – Visual Inspection (for Modified Risk Reduction) 

o Attach a Supervisor’s Statement of Work (SSW) with an original signature. 
• Form C – Dust Inspection (Visual Review / Dust Sample Collection and Analysis) 

o Attach a diagram completed per the instructions on the Form C, Part II. 
o Note:  The dust collection procedure for Lead Safe requires additional samples per 

26.16.02. 
• A copy of the laboratory analysis report from the lab.
