The Maryland Department of the Environment's Water Supply Program (WSP) has conducted

Source Water Assessments for nineteen community water systems in Calvert County, including Regency

Manor MHP water system. The required components of this report as described in Maryland's Source

Water Assessment Program (SWAP) are 1) delineation of an area that contributes water to the source, 2)

identification of potential sources of contamination, and 3) determination of the susceptibility of the water

supply to contamination. Recommendatrons for protecting the drinking water supply conclude this report.

The source of the Regency Manor MHP's water supply is the Aquia Aquifer, a naturally protected

confined aquifer of the Atlantic Coastal Plain physiographic province. The Regency Manor MHP's water

system currently uses two wells in the Aquia Formation. The Source Water Assessment area was

delineated by the WSP using U.S. EPS approved methods specifically designed for water supplies in

confined aouifers.

Potential sources of contamination were researched and identified within the assessment area

from field inspections, contaminant and well inventory databases, and land use maps. Well information and

water quality data were also reviewed A map showing the Source Water Assessment areas are available

0n request.

The susceptibility analysis is based on a review of the existing water quality data for each water

system, the presence of potential sources of contaminatron in the individual assessment areas, well

integrity, and aqurfer characteristics. lt was determined that the Regency Manor MHP water supply is not

susceptible to contaminants originating at the land surface due to the protected nature of confined aquifers.

The susceptibility of the water supply to Radon, a naturally occurring element, will depend upon final MCL

that is adopted for this contaminant.
